U.S. and international firms are therefore increasingly interested to address avenues for how they can remain competitive and continue to be strategic partners to African countries. U.S. companies offer superior technology and expertise, generally support Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) activities, and have long-standing relationships with oil producing African governments. 

Invited ministers will discuss country specific challenges and opportunities.  Ministers will also highlight ways for U.S. companies to jointly work with their respective countries to meet their goals whilst simultaneously growing bilateral trade and investment. Ministers will also provide feedback on how growing competition can best be used to Africa’s and the United States’ mutual economic advantage.
