The Corporate Council on Africa 
The Corporate Council on Africa (CCA), a 501C (3) organization established in 1993, is at the forefront of strengthening and facilitating the commercial relationship between the United States and the African continent. CCA works closely with governments, multilateral groups and businesses to improve the African continent's trade and investment climate, and to raise the profile of Africa in the U.S. business community. CCA programs are designed to bring together potential business partners and highlight Africa's investment opportunities in the U.S. by developing critical business relationships and providing a forum for the exchange of information and ideas.
The Corporate Council on Africa HIV/AIDS & Health Initiative
The CCA HIV/AIDS & Health Initiative began in September 2003 with the mandate to work with CCA members to provide HIV/AIDS prevention, care and treatment to their Africa-based workforces and to more broadly encourage private sector engagement in the global effort to combat the epidemic and address the growing health care requirements on the continent. The Initiative has been working for the last five years to stimulate corporate leadership and private sector investment in African health care through the brokering of public-private partnerships, the delivery of technical assistance to national business coalitions against HIV/AIDS and by convening a series of forums on private sector health investment opportunities in Africa. 
The CCA HIV/AIDS & Health Initiative currently has a USAID Global Development Alliance partnership with Madagascar World Voice and World Christian Broadcasting (WCB).  It is also the co-convener, along with The Office of the Global AIDS Coordinator (OGAC), of the ICT Public-Private-Partnership Initiative Working Group, tasked with identifying and developing ICT-related public-private partnerships in health. CCA also participates in the TASC 3 Global Health IQC with Family Health International.  
Health Initiative Director Responsibilities
The Director is responsible for developing strategies to continue and expand the current program portfolio to enhance the role of the U.S private sector and CCA members specifically, in meeting HIV/AIDS and healthcare needs of Africa. The Initiative Director is also responsible for fundraising activities related to resources for the Initiative as well as providing a long-term capacity for the Initiative to continue to provide services to CCA members and its African constituents.

The HIV/AID & Health Initiative Director reports to the Vice President for International Programs and is responsible for the oversight and management of two HIV/AIDS program managers as well as the coordination and integration of Initiative activities within the CCA membership and program portfolio.  The HIV/AIDS & Health Initiative Director seeks guidance and direction from the CCA Health Working Group regarding strategic and programmatic elements of the Initiative including fund raising and program direction. 
General Responsibilities 

· Interacts with CCA  member companies to determine HIV/AIDS and other health initiatives  and identifies partnership or investment opportunities for assisting members to design and implement HIV/AIDS and or health programs in Africa;
· In conjunction with CCA leadership and the HIV/AIDS & Health Working Group, coordinates the development and implementation of strategic and programmatic components of the Initiative;
· Identifies and brokers partnerships and investment opportunities for CCA members to leverage resources and develop programs to enhance private sector investment in African health care and encourage national strategies for the inclusion of the private sector in health out comes. 
· Responsible for the annual fund raising in support of the HIV/AIDS & Health Initiative, including seeking new grants to expand program activities, and the development of the Initiative budget.  Also provides quarterly reports on Initiative activities/finances to the CCA Board and to grant makers/foundations supporting the Initiative. 
· In conjunction with the HIV/AIDS & Health program staff, develops an annual health  conference; multiple forums to engage members in health initiatives, and the health component of the biennial U.S.-Africa Business Summit; 

· Primary CCA liaison with regional banks and international donors related to African health and healthcare delivery;
· In conjunction with program staff, responsible for drafting a quarterly newsletter, maintenance of the HIV/AIDS & Health  website and regular contributions to the Africa Journal online magazine;  

· Provides additional program  reports and records as required  by CCA management, the CCA Executive Board and grants managers;
· Oversees and manages two program staff and is responsible for the overall coordination of the HIV/AIDS & Health Initiative with other CCA programs;

· Domestic and International travel required. 

Required Knowledge and Skills 

· Knowledge of  and experience with the global health agenda and strategic policy initiatives driving international health issues that pertain to Africa; 
· Knowledge of and experience with private sector strategies to address African health care requirements; 

· Knowledge of and experience with the public health sector and the international donor community supporting health and other development agendas for Africa;
· Excellent communication skills, including written and spoken English with additional capacity in French preferred.  
Minimum Qualifications 

Master’s Degree from an accredited university and at least ten years experience in the field of global health or related expertise with a preference for experience in public-private partnerships, knowledge of private sector investments in health in Africa and a demonstrated capacity to access leadership in the public and private health sectors in Africa and the U.S. 
Compensation 
The HIV/AIDS and Health Initiative Director will receive an annual starting salary of $100,000 to $120,000 depending upon prior work experience.
