Strengthening Economic and Social Development Utilizing Personal Identity Solutions
CCA Summit sponsor L-1 Identity Solutions has organized a Workshop at the US-Africa Business Summit on how to strengthen economic and social development by protecting and securing personal identities and assets.  
The lack of identity documents, such as a birth certificate or an identification card, 

can leave both a government and its citizens vulnerable. Governments without a reliable database of basic information on its population will face difficulty in policy planning and challenges to delivering social services.  Citizens without a way to identify themselves will encounter roadblocks in trying to access many social and economic benefits that they are entitled to, such as health care, pensions, driving and voting rights, among others.
During the morning of September 30 at the Summit’s Infrastructure Workshop, Rob Haslam, L-1’s Vice President, International Sales and Business Development, and other respected experts on identity solutions, will focus on the development and implementation of secure identity programs.  Panelists will discuss how secure credentialing and biometrics technologies can help ensure government services reach their intended beneficiaries, enhance citizen participation in elections and help protect critical infrastructure.  Through case studies and end-user participation on the panel, the Workshop will demonstrate the impact that secure identity can have on advancing economic and social development.  Panelists will also discuss some of the mechanisms that governments have at their disposal to fund these types of projects.
