· Maritime Security

As of 1 July 2004, all seaports, terminal facilities, offshore platforms, and commercial maritime vessels of 500 GT were required to have met the security standards and practices set forth in the International Ship and Port Facility Security (ISPS) Code established by the UN’s International Maritime Organization.  In addition, the United States has established protocols to validate compliance with these international regulatory requirements.  Non-compliant commercial maritime vessels, or compliant vessels found to have visited non-compliant ports, terminal facilities, or offshore platforms during itineraries that include port calls in the United States may be delayed or denied arrival into those ports.  The discussion will focus on the regulatory compliance requirements, current and projected U.S. transportation policy regarding oil and gas carriers, and an overview of the U.S. Government’s International Port Security Program.
