Other affiliations include serving as a senior advisor to Africa Global of Washington D.C; Chairing the Board of Trans Africa Holdings Limited, an African based financial services company registered in Mauritius and Chairing the Investment Committee of ShoreCap International, an emerging markets company investing in financial institutions with specific strategies for  the microfinance and/or SME sectors of the economy.
